Did you know that... with the signing of the Numbered 

Treaties (including Treaty 4) the Canadian government 

virtually became the sole supplier of food for the In-

digenous people of the Plains after the bison were 

slaughtered by the hundreds, at the direction of the 

government, to force First Nations to make treaty. The 

buffalo provided everything for their survival. The fed-

eral government then held back on food supplies to 

control the Indigenous population and force them onto 

reserves. One of the treaty promises to First Nations 

was that the government would help in times of fam-

ine. Famine that was caused by the government.
